The Committee shall consist of eleven (11) members, no more than seven (7) and no less than four (4) of which shall be DLANC Board members. The committee members shall be selected by each new Board within sixty (60) days or within two (2) Board meetings of being seated. The committee hears issues related to property development, historic resources, project entitlements before the City, land use policy, urban design initiatives, and renewals/grants of licenses for controlled substances such as alcohol and cannabis.
