	Current Language
	A. Vacant Board seats shall be announced at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting

G. Any time a designated seat remains unfilled for sixty (60) days, Board meeting safter the vacancy is announced at a Board meetingit shall automatically become an atlarge seat until the next General Election at which point it shall revert back to the original designation as defined in these bylaws.
	

	Proposed Language
	A. Vacant Board seats shall be announced at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting, and can only be filled at a subsequent Board meeting.

G. Any time a designated seat remains unfilled for sixty (60) days or two (2) Board meetings, whichever ever is longer, after the vacancy is announced at a Board meeting, it shall automatically become an at large seat until the next General Election at which point it shall revert back to the original designation as defined in these bylaws.


1. When a seat automatically becomes an at-large seat, it shall require an announcement of the seat status change at the next regular Board meeting.

	

	Justification
	Proposed language should allow for greater flexibility and clarification for the Board to fill vacant seats in an expedite manner, to provide distinct seats from becoming “At-large.” Proposed language also clarifies announcements for transparency. The goal here is to have two full meetings before it goes At-Large even though sometimes it can be more than 60 days between two monthly meetings (62 days for example).
